On December 6th, Reverend Ihor 
Schwed visited the offices of 
UUARC.  Fr. Ihor  is the deputy 
director of Caritas, Drohobych 
which operates several programs in 
the area, one of which is ‘Nazaret’, 
a drug and alcohol rehabilitation 
center.  It  houses up to 35 indigent males. Residents of the 
program live under therapeutic conditions, participating in 
highly structured daily activities as specified in a 12 step treat-
ment program.  The length of treatment is 12 months.  Naza-
ret also provides for and shelters the homeless and children 
with HIV, who have been abandoned by their parents. Naza-
ret needs an infusion of $20,000 to continue its work.  Help 

them help themselves. 

Pacholuk, Andrij, 19 y.o. student from Tysmennycja, Iv-Fr obl. Diagnosed with T-lymphoblastic 

lymphoma.  His chances for a full recovery are possible with proper treatment.  $500

The program benefits 500 children of Ukrainian 

descent who live in remote and isolated areas and have limited 

access to schools.  Most of them live and work on farms.  This 

center is the only one of its kind which gives these children an 

opportunity to be exposed to technology and the arts.
